Preference will be given to single 
parents. Single parent is defined as a parent or guardian with physical custody (50% or more) of at least one 
dependent child. Preference may be extended to persons of Indian descent in accordance with applicable laws 
and/or to single parents pursuing higher education through a trade vocational or certification program.                   
A dependent child is 18 or younger, older than 18 and still in high school, or aseverely disabled adult living with      
and dependent on you.
